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Huevos Rancheros
An Old Family Favorite

For the sauce:

2 large sweet onions, diced fine

tablespoons olive olil

7 oz. can diced fire-roasted green chilies

large cans Muir Glen fire-roasted diced tomatoes

32 oz boxes (or 4-6 8 0z cans) organic chicken broth
tablespoons ground cumin

tablespoons ground coriander

salt and pepper to taste

In a large pot sautZ the onion in the olive oil until soft. Add
green chilies, cumin and coriander and continue to sautZ’
stirring constantly for two more minutes. Add the diced to-
matoes and the chicken broth. Reduce sauce, stirring
occasionally by 1/3 over medium to high heat. Check consis-
tency and continue to reduce to desired thickness. It should
be wet but not loose and watery (consistency should be like
salsa). Taste and season with salt and pepper.
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For the plating and presentation:

1 8 pk white or yellow corn tortillas ~ sour cream & salsa

2 cups shredded mexican cheese ground cumin powder

4 eggs prepared to your liking. ground curry powder
(fried, scrambled or poached) avocado slices

1 small can sliced olives drained fresh cilantro

Prepare your eggs ahead and set aside in a warm oven.
Heat skillet and coat pan with Canola oil. Place one or two
tortillas on the pan until sizzling. Turn tortillas with tongs and
top with 1/8 cup cheese and sprinkle with a pinch each of
ground cumin and ground curry. When the cheese has melt-
ed, slide the tortillas onto a serving plate, spoon on some of
the Huevos sauce and top with the prepared eggs. Spoon a
desired amount of the Huevos sauce over the eggs, top with
a pinch more of cheese, sour cream and salsa (optional),
and avocado. Garnish with a sprig of fresh cilantro.

Another Family Favorite

1 package of Pepperidge Farms pastry shells
(defrosted and rolled out to 60 Rounds. Set aside covered
so they donOt dry out)

2 chicken breasts poached and cooled and then cubed

1 Package frozen broccoli florets defrosted and steamed
(or fresh broccoli steamed, roughly chopped)

1 can lower-sodium cream of mushroom soup

1! Cup shredded Swiss cheese

! tsp ground nutmeg

1 egg beaten with a bit of water for the egg-wash

HereOs how:

Combine chicken, broccoli, soup and cheese. Season with
salt and pepper to taste and add the nutmeg, folding ingre-
dients gently so the broccoli doesnOt break up too much.
Divide the chicken mixture among the pastry rounds. Roll
the edges gently and seal with tines of a fork (on an angle
pointing tines downward for a more attractive package. Place
on a cookie sheet and brush with egg wash and bake in a
preheated oven at 425Y% for 17 to 20 minutes. Cool slightly.
Plate the turnovers topped with a dollop of sour cream, salt
and pepper. This is excellent as a brunch dish served with a
salad dressed with your favorite Italian dressing ,,, just a nice
balance of flavors.

These are a couple of our favorite
recipes that we serve at the hotel and
also for our families. Huevos Rancheros
(left) is one of our top favorite breakfast
recipes. Zippy and delightful!
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A great day trip from Bend. The North entrance to Crater Lake is only about 2 hours
South of Bend. Crater Lake became a dedicated National Park on May 22, 1902. The
fresh water that fills Crater Lake is some of the clearest water found anywhere in the
world. You can hike down to the water’s edge and feel for yourself the cold, clear wa-
ter or take a ride on the boat to Wizard Island. The views from any point along the rim
are breathtakingly beautiful. Crater Lake is 1,943 feet deep or 593 meters making it the
deepest lake in the United States and 7th deepest in the world.

Two islands are in the middle of the crystal clear waters. The island of Phantom Ship
has seven different varieties of trees and a delightful array of wildflowers. Wizard Is-
land is a cinder cone that erupted after Crater Lake began filling with water.

The Historic Crater Lake Lodge boasts 71 rooms and a wonderful dining room which
is open daily.
